OLD BUSINESS:

 #15-34W – Actors Colony Estates Association – Application for placement of 8 X 8 shed, building on 8” ledge near edge of Coventry Lake to prevent sand from entering lake and placement of beach sand at Association Beach on Beebe Farms Rd.

Staff amended that the 8” ledge is not longer part of the picture.  Lack of upkeep has led to some deterioration so it is in need of high, intensive maintenance, although nothing new is being proposed.  Some equipment may need to be brought onto the property for some of the activities proposed.  

Cheryl Moreau from the Actors Colony Estates Association was present.  The Association is proposing to rebuild the retaining wall, rebuild a portion of the steps and repair the wooden deck and handrail, bring on some beach sand, clear the overgrowth and grade for a canoe launch area, build a volleyball court, the addition of a shed on the property, and add a sign near the parking area.  

Motion:  The Coventry Inland Wetlands Agency approves application #15-34W – Actors Colony Estates Association – Application for placement of beach sand, an 8 X 8 shed, reconstruct wooden step with hand rail, a volleyball court, stabilization for canoe launch, and a sign at Association Beach on Beebe Farms Rd.  These activities are prudent and feasible.  A pre-construction meeting must be held with the Inland Wetland Agent/Town Engineer and erosion and sediment controls are to be placed.

NEW BUSINESS:

#16-01W – Application of Brian and Lisa Rolfe to repair and expand an existing deck, repair retaining wall and construct a permeable paver patio at 2323 Main St.

Brian and Lisa Rolfe were present.

Staff recounted that the applicants purchased the house just before Labor Day and they are making the improvements recommended by the Building Inspector.

The exterior deck is in disrepair.  They desire to expand the upper deck tot he sliding door requiring a couple of cement piers for support.  The upper deck would not be covered.  Down by the Lake what they want to do is part maintenance and part improvement.  The stone wall is very unstable.  The wall will be rebuilt using the same stones with mortar on the backside to help hold it together.  The steps are not of consistent rise over run constructions– these would be replaced.  Permeable pavers would be used in constructing the patio.    

Staff added that he would require that the appropriate erosion and sediment controls be employed.

 New applications:
#16-02W Applicant and owner Charles Brown.  Resubdivision of Lots 3, 4, 5, 6 on Maynard’s subdivision to create to one new lot.  And resubdivions of Lot 9 to create 2 new areas.  The applicant is requesting a non-jurisdicitional ruling.  

Staff reviewed the application and found no new activity in the wetlands or upland review are.  Lot 4A is the new lot.  Lot 9 was originally a large lot that is now being divided into three lots.

#16-03W – Owner Town of Coventry; agent Inland Wetlands Agent/Town Engineer Todd Penney.  Property located at 1276 Main Street; the Tracy Shoddy Mill site.  The work is for parking and pedestrian access improvement for the buildings to be used as Town meeting spaces.  Work will include a minor addition and storm water handling improvements.  

The Town’s Plan of Conservation and Development calls for developing this property into meeting space and a place for art exhibits.  The smaller building will house the bathrooms, kitchen, and mechanical room.  A connector will be constructed between the two building, making it ADA complaint.   Parking is at a premium in this area.  Mr. Ackert, owner of Ackert Electric, has concerns about the potential for parking conflicts.  This is a project of the Town Council.  The PZC will have Site Plan approval.  
The Coventry Inland Wetlands Agency is accepting this application for review at the next meeting.  
    

DISCUSSION ITEMS:

Notification from Andover Inland Wetlands & Watercourses Commission – 3 lot development with stream crossing and activity in upland review area on Hutchinson Road.

Staff explained that the stream crossing is an intermittent watercourse and the work is to install a culvert.  Staff has no comments in response to the Town of Andover.

Standpipe at Coventry High School track pond for irrigation.

Staff has not had the opportunity to review this proposal adequately.  It will be brought back to the Agency at a later date.    

 Inland Wetlands Agency vacancy

Staff has informed the Town Manager know about the one opening.  Burokas is out of state during the winter months.  There is a general concern among the Members regarding the aging population of the Agency; they would like to see some younger folks on the IWA.
