Regular Meeting Minutes

Call to Order – A regular meeting of the Coventry Lake Advisory & Monitoring Committee was called to order on Tuesday, June 7, 2016 at 7:05 p.m. in the Town Hall Annex by Chair Debby Zeppa.  Other members present were Charlie Brown, Jr., Linda Comeau, Leslie Shor and Jerry Zak.  Absent were Jack Clausen and Scott Gallo.

Secretary’s Report – Linda Comeau moved to accept the minutes of the May 3, 2016 meeting.  The motion was seconded by Jerry Zak and the minutes were approved.  

Audience of citizens - none

New Business – none

Old Business – 
Hydrilla – As D. Zeppa reported at the April 5th meeting, the CT DEEP will be providing funding for two invasive plant surveys on the Lake in June and August, and will provide funding for the treatment of the known Hydrilla colony in July.  The final decision on what the treatment will be, and how it will be administered has not yet been shared.
-C. Brown shared with the committee that he participated in the CT State Bioblitz in East Hartford on June 3rd/4th, and at the event, learned that Hydrilla was discovered in Keeney Cove, which connects to the CT River. 

Flyboards – Senate Bill 136 has been passed in the Senate and the House, and is waiting to be signed by Governor Malloy. 
-A second study is planned for this summer, as long as funds are secured, to collect additional data to assess the potential environmental impacts on the lake.   

Lake Awareness Month – G. Bugbee of the CAES will conduct a workshop on Hydrilla/Invasive plants on July 13th at the Patriots Park Community Center.  Advertising for the workshop will include notification on the Town’s calendar, the Town Council Agenda, and on Facebook. Members will be putting up Lake Awareness banners in town.
-D. Zeppa will invite members of the Friends of Bolton Lake to a special committee meeting in July for an opportunity to learn about their organization.
–Committee members discussed options for an additional speaker for the September Lake Forum.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Lake Management Plan – The management plan workshop on May 18th at Patriot’s Park was generally felt to be a success with about 30 attendees. Members were impressed by the interest and support shown by the great turnout from members of the Town Council and other Town Officials. C. Brown expressed some disappointment regarding the low turnout from the public and cautioned the actions discussed may not be representative of the community.
-Committee members discussed possible next steps including ways to encourage community interest and finding volunteers for plant surveys, etc.


Correspondence/Communications – The committee received notification from E. Trott that they did not receive the 2016 Aquarion Environmental Champion Award, offered through Aquarion Water Company. However, the committee did win recognition from the Capital Region Council of Government in the environmental category, for which they were also nominated.
